Manifesto 
We have invited 35 Danish and international experts, companies and 
designers to an all-day network meeting on 29 August with a view to writing a 
draft version of a Copenhagen Co’creation Manifesto. What we want to achieve 
with this Manifesto is to show what co-creation is and why co-creation is vital 
at a time of turbulence – a time in which the winds of change and a global 
reduction in demand pose new challenges to companies' innovative skills.  
 
Workshops
